| can use the DA pop-up application to change the tineout from3 mnutes to a
few seconds, but this is a lot of trouble. Can this be automated?
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You can use the conmand |ine interface to the DA, the command is called "ANET"
and i s docunented in the AppleShare PC 2.0 manual (Apple part #030-3002-A). The
speci fic subconmand you want is CONNECT, which has an option for setting the
LaserWiter timeout value. You also can obtain the exact format of the command
by entering the follow ng conmand at the DOS pronpt:

ANET HELP CONNECT

Once you have the specific command you desire, enter that line in the
AUTOEXEC. BAT file so that it is executed at startup, automatically connecting
you to the LaserWiter of your choice with your desired tineout val ues.
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
