They are
running Utrix 3.1. The PCis a Conpaq DeskPro running the Conpag version of
DOS. The | P address of the VAX was downl oaded to the GatorBox. The Gator Box
is publishing the AFP volune. NFS is running on the VAX

Do you have any suggestions?
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We ran sone tests on our network and were able to duplicate your problem
easily. Qur test configuration consisted of a Maci ntosh running A/ UX, a
Gat or Box, and Appl eShare PC 2.0 running on an | BM AT.

In our test, we could not see any files or directories on the munted drive. W
could not type any files or change directories (using CD conmand), even when we
knew their filenames. |In fact, when we tried to change the directory, the
Gat or Box crashed, and all zones on the network di sappeared fromthe Chooser.

W contacted Cayman Systens, and they confirmed that this is a known problem
with the GatorBox. A fix is being tested and should be sent automatically to
all users in a new version. This new version will also support AppleTal k Phase
2. Users with this problem should contact Caynan Systens for a rel ease date.
