The files contained on the 5.25-inch disks are
no different than those on the 3.5-inch disk; they're just divided across two
di sks. However, as you have found, the distribution of the files is inportant.

Until you get the new version, you can nmake a functional set by creating two
disks with the file distribution Iisted below. After you copy all the files,
Disk #1 will have approxi mately 4K avail able, and disk #2 will have

approxi nately 33K avail able. Neither has enough space for Ms-DOS systemfiles.
