It looks Iike the 3COMinstaller was used at
sone tine before trying AppleShare PC. Al 3COM software nmust be inactive for
Appl eShare PC to operate. The 3COM software and the Appl eShare PC drivers
conflict with each other.

Renove the following lines fromthe CONFIG SYS file:
