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Does Appl eShare PC have a 100-zone limt?
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Appl eShare PC's only limt with respect to the nunber of zones it can work
with involves the nenory available in its nenory pool when DA is run. This
only affects maki ng network connections using DA, and has no effect once

t hose connections are nade. Even then, the connections could still be made
usi ng manual ANET conmands, even w th thousands of zones. W use default
installations of AppleShare PC here at Apple, where there are over 140
zones, and have no trouble using DA to nake connecti ons.

Probl ems can occur if the Appl eShare PC nmenory pool is alnost full. This is
the nmenory that AppleShare PC allocates at startup and is configurable by
changi ng the MEMPOOL setting in the NET.CFG file. |If you are experiencing
t he "Not Enough Menory" nessage, increase this nunber by 1 or 2K and the
probl em shoul d be elimnated. Because the NET.CFG file is read when

Appl eShare PC | oads, the user nust edit the file and then reboot the PC

bef ore the change can take effect.

Current versions of AppleShare PC actually require Phase 2 networks. This
is frequently a probl em when peopl e upgrade froman old version (pre 2.0)
and haven't upgraded all their services to be Phase-2-conpliant. The

runni ng Et herTal k 1. x.
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
