You can run the SNAsps 5250 GC or SNAsps 3270 GC (gateway client) software on a
Maci ntosh with the Token Ring NB/c card. The SNAsps client software

conmuni cates with the SNAsps gateway using AppleTal k protocols, which the Token
Ring NB/c card supports

The full size Apple 4/16 Token Ring NB card and Serial NB card (which are
required to run the SNAsps gateway software) will not fit inside the
Centris/Quadra 610, Quadra 660AV, or Power Macintosh 6100. Therefore, these
Maci nt osh nodel s cannot be used as SNAsps gat eways.
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
