The MAE Trial 1.0a is being distributed only via ftp at this tine. You
can downl oad version 1.0a of the MAE Trial via anonynous ftp from
server ftp.support.apple.comin directory /pub/nmae/product-trial.

Not e: The m nimum MAE Trial ftp package is about 13 negabytes. This can
take a while to downl oad across sonme slower internet connections.

The MAE Trial is designed to be installed for each user, and each user
has 8 hours of use. The work around is to nount the CD so everyone can
see it and run the installer over the net and install |ocal copies for
each user that wants to test out the product.
