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This article describes installing applications that attenpt to install to the
root of a volume when running the Maci ntosh Application Environment (MAE)
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When installing applications in MAE there are several options avail able
dependi ng on the version of MAE, and if the installer tries to wite to the root
directory. Applications that are required to be installed at the root of a
volune typically will fail, because npbst users do not have wite access to the
root of a UNNX file system

MAE 2.0 has an option to create a Tenporary Installer Volunme (TIV). This TIV
appears to the installer as another volune, letting the installer wite to the
root of the TIV. Follow the steps bel ow

Det er mi ne how nuch nenory the installed application will need. In the MAE
Ceneral control panel, select the size and the | ocation where the TIV will be

pl aced. The TIV uses a conbi nation of RAM and di sk space to nmimck an additiona
vol umre, be sure the location of the TIV file (/tnmp/tiv is the default) has wite
access for the user, and has enough di sk space.

After nounting the TIV, the user can launch the installer and select the TIV as
the install destination.

If an installer needs to add files to the System Fol der, drag the System Fol der
fromthe user's hone directory to the TIV. After the install is conplete, renane
the existing System Folder in the user's hone directory to another nane (for



exanpl e, previous systemfolder), and drag the System Folder in the TIV back to
the user's home directory. Restart MAE, and the new systemfolder will be in
use.

MAE 1.0 Does not offer the TIV capability. However, it is still possible to
install applications that will wite to the root.

Launch MAE as root, but with the -sysfol option pointing to a your
systemfolder. This is done to prevent MAE from buil ding a new system
fol der and desktop file for root. For exanple, you could |launch MAE and
point MAE to "GCeorge's" systemfolder with the foll owi ng comand:

Put in the first dariswrks install disk, and nmount it.

4.0 application fromwthin MAE

When the installer is finished, CarisWrks will be installed at the
root level. The translators will be in the specified System Fol der.
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
