OS files describe to MAE where your SCSI and fl oppy drives live,
and how to access them For the nost part, setting these up is easy, as the
docunentation is included in the file. Generally, you should be able to set the
line in macdi sks corresponding to your SCSI device to default, as in the
fol | owi ng:

scsi 6: def aul t
This would be for a SCSI device such as a CD-ROM at SCSI device 6.
Unfortunately, MAE is not always able to determi ne the default setting. If this
is the case, then you need to explicitly define the device. As the file states,
the general format to describe a SCSI device to MAE is this:

scsi X: [fixed| renovabl e]:[ro| rw]: </ dev/ pat h>
For exanple, the CD- ROM previously described would have the follow ng entry:

scsi 6: renpvabl e: ro:/dev/rdsk/ cOt6

Not e: Where cOt6 nmeans controller O (logic board SCSI), target nunber 6
(SCSI device nunber 6).
