You can carry floppy
di sks between a Maci ntosh and a SPARCstation running MAE, share files between
MAE and Wabi, and carry floppies to a PC runni ng W ndows.

To make Maci ntosh Excel recognize an Excel file created on Wndows set the
type/creator with a utility like sonme drag and drop auto typer, or ResEdit.
Maki ng W ndows Excel recognize an Excel file created on Macintosh i s harder
Maci nt osh Excel has a translator to open Wndows Excel files, but there is no
option to save in Wndows Excel format. Al so, Wndows Excel |acks options to

ei ther open or to save in Macintosh Excel format. But W ndows Excel can
successfully read the Macintosh files if the first block of the file is deleted.
To do this use the foll owi ng UNI X comand:

dd if=mac.xls of =wi n. x|l s skip=1
