MAE: Support for 24-bit Color (1/95)
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Does MAE (Maci ntosh Application Environnent) support 24-bit color?
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Yes, MAE 1.0 supports 24-bit color on a Sun running Solaris or HP

(Hew ett-Packard) running HP-UX workstations, as |long as the underlying X
di spl ay server and the w ndow manager support 24-bit color in the X Wndow
environnment. Most X display servers on Solaris and HP-UX are X11R5 or X11R6
based, which are capable of supporting 24-bit color.

Here is a sumary of MAE' s graphics concept:

MAE (Maci ntosh Application Environnent) is a software inplenmentation of

Maci ntosh that runs on UNI X workstations from Sun M crosystens and

Hewl ett - Packard. Through the use of 68LC040 erul ati on and sonme native codes, MAE
provi des the Maci ntosh System 7.1 environnent in an X Wndow. This gives UN X
wor kst ation users the ability to run "off-the-shelf" Macintosh applications on
their workstations.

Graphics in MAE differ from graphics on an Maci ntosh because MAE has no physi cal
Maci nt osh video card or nmonitor directly involved. MAE creates a virtual

Maci ntosh nonitor that applications draw to. MAE takes advantage of the fact
that virtually all Macintosh applications nmake calls to QuickDraw to do their
graphi cs. When the Maci ntosh application nakes a Qui ckDraw call, QuickDraw
updates the virtual nonitor and tells MAE which part of bitmap changed; MAE then
makes the appropriate X Wndow Systemcalls to update the X W ndow.
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
