MacX25 features an administrator's application that facilitates
configuration and admi nistration of the server. An address service allows
adm nistrators to set addressing details on the Mcintosh server

presenting MacPAD users with a nenu that |ists available hosts and end-user
services by nane. Users connect to services sinply by selecting the
appropriate nane -- they aren't required to know PAD commands and address
nunbers.

The MacX25 Progranming Library (avail able separately) works in conjunction
with the MacX25 server to provide X 25 access to applications, enabling
devel opers to create Maci ntosh solutions that give users access to packet-
swi t ched networks.
