They can
be used with a Macintosh or Apple Il system equi pped with an RS-232 seri al
port. Use the 300-baud nodem setting.

You can use MacTerminal 2.3.1 with these npdens. MacTermnal 3.0 will not
work with the TDD npdens.

For a normal nbdemto comrunicate with a TDD Modem change the TDD setti ngs
to ASCI1 and 300 baud, and set the normal nmbdemto 300 baud and TTY.
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
