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Usual |y you tel econmuni cations application controls and configures your

t el econmuni cations card (the noden). However, you can also control and configure
nost nodens - including your tel ecomunications card - using a "language” called
t he AT conmand set.

You control and configure your tel ecomunications card fromwithin a

t el econmuni cati ons application. You can enter an AT conmand to "tell" your
tel econmuni cations card to performa variety of tasks, such as dialing or

answering the tel ephone. For exanple, to get the tel ecormunications card's
attention and ask it to dial a phone nunmber such as "123-4567," enter the

foll owi ng command | i ne:

ATDT 123-4567

Today, many Maci ntosh tel ecomunications application contain options for
dialing, termnal emulation, and file transfer using menu commands that are in
pl ai n English. However, in many tel ecommunications applications, the AT command
i ne appears on your screen after you choose the nmenu conmand.

Uses for AT Conmands

At commands have a nunber of uses. You can use AT conmmands to connect to a
certain type of nmodem You can also use AT comands in scripts. A script is a
set of AT commands you use to performa certain function. You often use scripts
to autonmate conmon activities, such as logging to an on |line service.

Command state and On-line State

When the tel ecommunications card is on, it is always in one of 2 states: the
conmand state or the On-line State. The tel econmuni cations card assunes the
conmand state when power is turned on. In the command state, AT comands are
sent to the tel econmunications card to control all aspects of its operation
After your tel ecomunications card connects with a renote nodem both the



t el econmuni cations card and the nodemare in the on-line state. Al information
you send to you tel econmunications card is sent to the renote nodem as wel | .

Conmand Buf f er

The conmand buffer is the area in which you enter At comands. The conmand
buffer capacity for the tel ecomunications card (platinumV) is 39 characters.
If the command |ine exceeds the command buffer capacity, the tel ecomunications
card will not execute the conmmand line and will send an ERROR nessage after the
carriage return. If you exceed the character limt, re-enter the conmand wth
fewer than the allowed nunber of characters so that the conmand |ine can be
execut ed.

You can enter tel ephone nunmbers with or without punctuation: for exanple: (123)
456- 7890 or 1234567890

Punctuation in the tel ephone nunber takes up space in the conmand buffer. Note
that the AT conmand characters, the space character, the carriage return control
character, and the line feed (LF) control character are not stored in the
command buffer.

AT Command Conponents

The follow ng sections discuss the key conmponents of an AT conmand.

« Attention Code

You nust begin command lines with the characters "AT" and enter them as al
uppercase (AT) or all lowercase (at) characters. The attenti on code (AT) gets
the tel ecommunications card' s attention and indicates that the text follow ng
the AT conmand is a conmand that the tel ecommuni cati ons card should act on. The
following is a sanple comand in which you instruct the tel econmuni cations card
to hand up: ATHO

e Conmand Par aneters

Most AT conmands have paraneters - single-digit or double-digit options - that
follow the command | etter. Each command has a default paraneter. The default
paranmeter is used if no paraneter is specified. For exanple, the "Hn" comand
has 2 paraneters: 0 and 1. The command defaults to O if no paraneter is
specified. Therefore, typing ATH is equivalent to typing ATHO

e Return Key

You nust end the command |ine with a carriage return. Press the Return Key to
enter a carriage return. The tel ecomuni cations card begi ns executing a comand
when it receives a carriage return

* Del ete Key
Bef ore executing a command by pressing the Return key, you can edit the comand
using the Del ete key. The Del ete key cannot erase the AT at the beginning of the
command |i ne.
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ATDT phone nu ATDT and a tel ephone nunber dials a tel ephone numnber
using a touch tone dialing.

ATE1 Ensures that conmands you send to the tel econmuni cations
card appear on your screen when you type them

ATHO Hangs up the I|ine.
ATMD Turns off the nbdem speaker
ATLML Turns on the nodem speaker while dialing until connection

i s established.
ATX1 I gnores the dial tone when dialing a nunber

ATV1 Di spl ays verbal results codes, such as RING CONNECT, X,
and NO CARRI ER.

ATZ Resets the tel ecomuni cations card to its power-on
configuration.

AT&F1 Resets the tel ecomunication card for optimal high-speed
connecti ons.

ATDP ATDP and t el ephone nunber dials the phone nunber using
pul se Dialing.

e Teleport Gold Il, Gold Ilv and Plati numV
ATL1 Sets the speaker volume to | ow.
