Currently, only the Macintosh Perfornma 6100 and 6400 series
conput ers support this capability, and only the 6400 is bundl ed with a nodem for
which this is an option.

The feature requires that the functionality be installed in hardware; there is

not a software-based patch to inplenment DVA. Wt hout DVA support, Macintosh
conputers are limted to a 57.6 Kbaud throughput rate.
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
