We understand that AppleShare 4.0.1 expects to see

only HFS vol unmes, but is there any workaround that would allow us to

use file sharing with the renpotely nmounted NFS vol ume from Appl eShare 4.0.1?

Appl eShare only allows using |local volumes for file sharing. It won't
allow you to establish file sharing with a renote volune |ike NFS Share
fromlnterCon. There's no public APl to allow Appl eShare to "publish"
renote vol umes nounted on the Appl eShare server.

On a side note, it isn't that AppleShare 4.0.1 expects to see only HFS
vol umes. The vol umes nust be local to the server, they don't
necessarily have to be HFS vol unes.
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
