Al X: White Screen After Typing xinit Command (2/97)
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When trying to start CDE, | typed the command bel ow, fromthe user manual, and
got a white screen:

xinit /fusr/dt/bin/dtlogin

What happened, and how do | exit?
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You are in X-wi ndows. You can exit X-w ndows by pressing the key sequence
control -alt-delete. (The delete key is the one above the return key.) This will
kill the X-server and the pronpt shoul d appear

If you are defaulting to a conmand line login, the "xinit /usr/dt/bin/dtlogin"
command will take you to CDE. However, if you enter the login from CDE and pick

the conmand line login option, you nust type exit at the command line to return
to CDE.
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
