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Bef ore you install

Before you begin the Al X installation process, do the follow ng:

e Set up your hardware and connect any peripheral devices such as an additional
hard di sk drive.

 Locate your Installation CD
o Cbtain the Network Server key.
You nust install the operating systemon the |ocal system (your Network Server).

Server."

Installing the Al X Base Operating System

Fol | ow these steps to install the Al X Base Operating System

Turn on your Network Server.



Turn the front key to the left (service) position
Restart your Network Server with the CD in the drive.
To restart your system press the reset button. Wen your systemstarts, it wll

use the Installation CD as the startup disk. A nessage appears asking you to
define the system consol e.

Press F1 and then Enter to use the local display as your console.
If you have a standard keyboard (w thout function keys), the top row of the

keypad serves as the function keys F1 through F4. If you have a standard
keyboard, press the Cear key on the keypad instead of F1.

When you have sel ected the appropriate settings, type 0 and press Enter to begin
the installation.

The Installing Base Qperating System di al og box appears, which shows you the
progress of the installation and infornms you when the installation is conplete.
The installation process for the BOS takes about 20 to 30 nminutes to conplete.

Turn the front key back to the upright (unlocked) position before the
installation conpletes.

When the BOS installation conpletes, the installation programrestarts your
conputer. The key nust be in the upright position during this restart to boot
fromthe hard disk instead of the CD. The BOS is now installed, and you can
custom ze your installation

Installing additional software

Once you have installed the BOS, you need to install additional software, such
as the extensions to the Al X operating system provided by Apple Conputer.

To install additional software, use the Installation Assistant. After you have
installed the BOS, your conputer restarts and automatically starts the
Install ati on Assistant application. The Install Assistant application guides you
through the installation process and provi des step-by-step instructions for
conpl eti ng each task.

To install additional software using the Installation Assistant:

Cick Install Software Applications fromthe Installation Assistant Task List.

A nmenu appears with several itens.

Cick Install a Bundle of Software (Easy Install).

An Easy Install dialog box appears for additional installation information.

Select the Al Licensed option as the bundle of software to install



To select this bundle, you need to scroll to the bottomof the list of bundles
and click the Al Licensed icon

Cick Install/Update.

The installation process begins. This process requires about 45 to 55 minutes to
conpl ete

When you click Exit, you exit Easy Install and return to the task list for the
Install ati on Assi stant.

dick Tasks Conpleted -- Exit to Al X Login.

You must click the Tasks Conpleted option to quit this application to ensure
proper installation of the software.

NOTE: If you install froma terminal, a text-based Installation Assistant
installs additional software. To install the necessary software with the
text-based Installation Assistant, choose the custominstall option and sel ect
the all _licensed bundle to install.
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
