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The AT&T 3B2 is an AT&T System V-based, multi-user UNI X machine, and our A/UX is
an AT&T System V. 2.2 nmulti-user UNI X machine. Since UNI X is a general - purpose
ti me-sharing system it contains a full scope of capabilities, like:

- Multi-user, nultitasking ability

- Awide variety of software devel opment

- Devi ce-i ndependent i nput and out put

- Inter-Process Comrunication (1PC)

- Network protocols (TCP, IP, UDP, |ICVMP, SMIP, and so on)

- File transfer and renote login (FTP, Telnet, RLOA N, and so on)

- NFS (Network File Systen)

On the UNI X side, A/UX can satisfy the customer's need for terninal enulation,

file transfer, and E-mail. Terminal enulation lets you log on to a UNI X machi ne
fromdifferent types of ternminal--like VT100, VT52, ANSI, and so on. The file
transfer nethods include "ftp", "rcp", "nfs", and "uucp", for exanple. The

popul ar E-mail nechanismis "sendmail", using SMIP protocol.

On the Macintosh side (Maci ntosh OS), there are many ways to connect a Maci ntosh
to an AT&T 3B2 (or, virtually, any UNI X nachine), while providing term nal
emul ation, file transfer, and E-nmail.



For terminal enulation and file transfer, the new version of NCSA Telnet ("ftp"

and "telnet") along with MacTCP can be used via Ethernet. |If the 3B2 supports X
W ndow System and a client application, like "xternf, MacX (an X server) can be
used for renmote login sessions. If no Ethernet or Local Talk is involved, the

term nal erul ati on can be done using any popul ar term nal enul ation
program-1ike MacTerninal, MacPhone, and others--via the nodem serial port
(hard-wi red or nodem phone |ine).

For E-nmmil capability between a Maci ntosh and a 3B2 UNI X nachi ne, QuickMail for
t he Maci ntosh probably can send and receive both UNI X mail and QuickMail from a
Maci nt osh or a UNI X machi ne. QuickMail is a product of CE Software. For nore
