The auto answer node is one of the differences between the Apple Mdem
300/ 1200 and the APM Wth the Apple Mddem 300/ 1200, the default for the SO
register is S0=1 (that is, "answer the phone on the first ring"). The
default for the APMs SO register, though, is S0=0 (that is, "do not answer
any ring"). Try connecting a systemto the APM and resetting the SO
register to S0=1. Then, w thout powering down the nbodem connect it to the
Appl eLi ne. The modemwi || now be in auto answer node, and, unless powered
down or reset, it will answer incomng calls on the first ring.

Anot her possibility is that you are using the wong cable. For the APM
you shoul d be using a 590-0331 (the cable used for connecting an Apple
Personal Modemto an Apple Ile with a Super Serial Card) along with the
nodem el i nat or cabl e 590-0029.
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
