This behavior is known, and in fact, it is docunented in the PATHWORKS f or
Maci nt osh, MacX User's Cui de, page 65. To nove the w ndows, use the
Tenporarily Adorn command or the Option key as described in the sane
manual , on pages 68-69.

The position in which a DEOmM ndows client w ndow appears when you open it
is preset. Usually the client w ndow appears approximately in the mddle
of the screen. COccasionally, in the preset position only part of the

wi ndow ni ght be visible, or the wi ndow night not be visible at all. This
situation mght occur if you have nore than one nonitor connected to your
Maci nt osh.

In the Maci ntosh environnent, the desktop extends across all nonitors
connected to the sanme workstation. Because of the different sizes of
nonitors and the ways in which they can be positioned relative to one

anot her (using the Monitors control panel), the Mcintosh desktop can have
portions that are not visible.

When DECw ndows attenpts to position a window in the nonvisible part of the
deskt op, the MacX W ndow Manager takes over and pl aces the w ndow near the
desktop's point of origin (the upper-left corner). |If nore than one w ndow
needs to be placed, MacX positions the windows in a cascadi ng sequence.

MacX automatically places a wi ndow on the | argest nonitor best-suited to
display it; for exanple, it puts a color window on the |argest color nonitor
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
