Tri-Data Systens, Inc.'s Netway supports printing via LU Type 3
device to LAN based LaserWiters.

In the I BM environnent, Local copy nmeans sending a snapshot of your screen to
the control unit, which prints it on a 3287 printer. Host Local copy printing
nmeans printing a host file on a 3287 printer connected to the ternminal. MacDFT
version 1.1 does not support host or term nal |ocal copy. However, you can
create a screen inage that you can save to disk or print fromthe Macintosh |
conputer during a MacDFT sessi on.

You can print docunments and files produced during your MacDFT session on an
Apple printer that is connected to your Mcintosh. You can print host-resident
docunments to an IBMprinter that is connected to your control unit or host.

Use the print conmmands that are supported in your |BM environnment.
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
