1) Users of PS/2 systens routinely format doubl e-
si ded, doubl e-density disks as 1.44MB (high-density). Apple File
Exchange won't nount these disks. |Is this a hardware limtation, or
could a software patch be issued?

2) When storing Mcrosoft Wrd 5.0 for the PC docunents on an Appl eShare
File Server (using AppleShare PC 1.2), | have not been able to get
M crosoft Word 3.01 or 4.0 on the Macintosh to open the files. AFE
routinely does an incorrect WirdPerfect translation of these docunents.

3) Excel 2.x on the PC and Maci ntosh seens to use the same file format, so
that using AFE with default translation easily converts documents from
the disk. Is there a sinple way to nove from M crosoft Wrd 5.0 on the
PC and Wrd 3.01 or 4.0 on the Macintosh, which preserves style sheets?
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H gh-density disks are physically different and tested to a different

speci fication than doubl e-density disks. The high-density di sks have a
special, thin recording surface that allows the higher data rates used in MM
(Modi fied Frequency Mdul ation). The 800K or 400K di sk may not be sensitive
enough to properly pick up and align the magnetic particles when the Apple
SuperDrive (formerly Apple FDHD) wites in MFM  This coul d cause corruption
of the stored data and nay result in errors. The SuperDrive |ooks for the

addi ti onal "bonus hole" in the upper left-hand corner of the disk. |If the
hole is not there, the drive will not recognize the M5-DOS di sk as a high-
density disk. It is not a hardware Iimtation. This practice is unreliable,

unsupported, and not suggested. For nore information, use keyword
"Super Di ve" to search the Tech Info Library.

W do not have Mcrosoft Wrd 5.0 on PCto test the conversion. W are not
sure why you nentioned WordPerfect translation in your question either
M crosoft told us that Word on the Maci ntosh should be able to directly read



t he docunment and do the translation. Here are a couple things you night want

to try:

1) In Wrd 4.0, see if you can read your Ms5-DOS docunent this way: Hold
down the Shift key while going into "File" to open the file. "Open"
wi Il change to "Open any file".

2) Make sure you use the latest and correct AFE translator file. The
DCA- RTF/ M crosoft Word translator file is on the Mcrosoft Wrd
Uilities 1 Disk.

Because of the differences in the programon M5-DOS and Maci ntosh, features
such as outlining levels, styles, and tables nay not be transferable.
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
