- A second solution is to run I BM 3278 emrul ati on using MacTerm nal on the
Maci nt osh and dial into DCA IrmaLi ne (Appl eLine) through a pair of
Hayes-conpati bl e, asynchronous nodens. The IrmaLine is, in turn, connected to
a cluster controller via coax. The cluster controller connects to the
Front-End Processor (FEP) using synchronous nodens.

- Athird solution is Simhre's Mac3270, which supports renote mai nframe access
vi a asynchronous nodens. SinB278 software has to be installed on the host.
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
