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What does the "new' Apple Coax/ Twi nax card revision do? Who needs it?
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The new Appl e Coax/ Twi nax card offers no new functionality, but it does
resol ve a sonewhat rare inconpatibility problemw th the Macintosh Display
Card 8¢24 and Macintosh Display Card 8424 GC. The only difference between
this "new' card and the "old" one is that the inductor/ferrite bead

repl aces a junper wire, and the nmasking on the board says that the board is
revision "B."

You shoul d consider upgrading to the new cards if you have the foll ow ng
probl em

MacDFT hangs on boot when the initial "splash screen" appears. MacDFT
hangs before the Wndow Manager conpl etes draw ng the wi ndow frame, or
shortly after the frame draw and the content region goes black. This

pr obl em happens often on systenms with 8¢24 style video and Coax/ Twi nax
cards. It is also nore likely to happen on a Macintosh |lci, Mcintosh
Il1cx, or Macintosh Ilfx than on a Macintosh Il or Macintosh I1x.

But a simlar problemhas a different solution: Some NuBus conflicts happen
with the Portrait or Whrkstation display cards and the Apple Coax/ Tw nax
card. The error shows up when | aunching MacDFT. At |aunch, the Mcintosh
bonbs and gives a bus error (if the system has MacsBug installed) or

di splays a systemerror of ID=28. Use AVARCSE v1.1.2 to fix this problem
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
