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Al t hough currently (August, 1991) MacTCP is not fully conpatible with
System 7, you actually can use MacTCP -- if you put it in the right place.

Take MacTCP out of your Extension folder and put it into the System fol der
itself. Since you are naking your connection via Local Tal k, and since you
cannot be running VM you should be able to nmake a connection

This is a workaround, but it should give you the sane functionality you
used to have until full conpatibility with System 7 is avail abl e.
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
