This is a nodified token ring driver. This is an official fix, but it
won't be included in AIX 3.2. It will be available as an update. Al X
v3.2 is coming out in February 1992.

* netinet patch
Many custoners have al ready di scovered sone bugs. This patch fixes many
bugs, including the one you describe. This patch is already included in
the AIX v3.2. So if an RS6000 is running Al X v3.2, you don't have to (or
should not) install this patch
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
