Al t hough you might be able to find a copy of the MacTCP 1.0 product and
there m ght not seemto be a "legal" reason to not give it out, there is,
however, a technical reason not to. That release of the software (and
1.0.1 also) will not work with newer rel eases of system software, notably
7. 1.

I nst ead, we suggest that you get release 2.5 of NCSA Telnet. Wth this
rel ease you can support either MacTCP or direct Ethernet / AppleTal k
connections. You would not need to use MacTCP at all. Also, at rel ease
2.3 of NCSA Tel net there was one version that supported MacTCP and anot her
t hat supported Ethernet / AppleTalk directly -- so even at that rel ease

NCSA/ MacTCP dri vers

NCSA Tel net previously canme in two versions: NCSA driver version, and
MacTCP driver version. However, in this release of Telnet, the two
versi ons have been nerged into one application. This allows greater
flexibility, along with renmoving the need to have two different
applications for basically the sane program You may sel ect the NCSA
drivers, by appropriately setting the hardware= line in config.tel to
et her, or atalKk.

To select the MacTCP drivers, you may set hardware=mactcp in the config.tel
file. Also, since Telnet defaults to MacTCP, if there is no hardware=
line, Telnet will still assune that MacTCP is to be used.
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
