MacWor kSt ati on does support MARK parity, even though it is used on sone
mai nfranes. To work around this, try defining settings as foll ows:

Mark parity, 7 data bits, 1 stop bit
as:
No parity, 7 data bits, 2 stop bits
Thi s kludge seenms to be working, but MacWbrkStation should support al
parity settings, including EVEN, ODD, NONE, SPACE, and MARK. Note that NONE
can nean no parity bit (NONE) or a zero bit (SPACE), depending on the

vendor .
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
