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Apollo To Macintosh Il Connectivity
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Sone users have asked about exchangi ng Interleaf documents between a
Maci ntosh Il running Interleaf, and an Apoll o DN3000 workstation (al so
runni ng Interleaf).

There are two nethods of connecting the Macintosh Il to the Apollo:

- A serial connection (either direct or via nodem) using Kernit to nove
the file in either direction

- Apollo has two network environments, Apollo's Domain and Ethernet. In
t he Donmai n envi ronment, Macintosh and Apoll o have no way to connect
over the network. However, if the Apollo system has the Ethernet
option installed, Macintosh and Apollo can nove files via NCSA
(National Center for Superconputer Applications) Tel net & FTP.
