Appl e Renpbte Access MultiPort Server is a product from Apple that provides a
flexible, scalable, and secure way to offer network access to |arge nunbers of
renote or nobile users. Used in conjunction with one or nore Apple Renote Access
Serial Cards, it allows a Maci ntosh conputer or a Wrkgroup Server to support
from4 to 16 sinul taneous dial -up connecti ons.

On the client side users would have the Apple Renmpte Access Client for Macintosh
software on their systemto connect to a Apple Renote Access MiultiPort server.

Anot her solution for allowing multiple dial up lines into an Appl eShare network
woul d be the use of network nmobdens such as Shiva's Net Modem These nodens are
st and- al one Appl eTal k devi ces that connect as a node. One Net Modem woul d be
required for each incoming line. Once connected, the conputer dialing in would
become a node on the network via the Net Modem

Tel eFi nder, by Spider Island Software, is a bulletin board programfor the
Maci nt osh that handles nultiple callers. The program provides el ectronic mai
(its own, not a gateway to other systens) and file transfers. It also sports a
Maci ntosh interface: files and fol ders appear and behave nuch as they do in the
Finder. And while Macintosh users have the benefit of a graphical interface,

ot her conputer users can have access using text comands.

Tel eFi nder handl es as nmany phone |ines as host Macintosh nenory and processing
power allow a standard Macintosh Il with 8 MB of RAM could handl e six |ines at
9600 baud or twenty or nore phone lines at 2400 baud. Be aware that the

Maci nt osh cannot efficiently manage nultiple serial port activity. Ten or nore



callers on one Macintosh will definitely result in significant perfornance
degr adat i on.
