A PowerTal k user would use this catalog to address
nessages to a particular Maci ntosh conputer, allow ng users to exchange
nmessages in a server-less environnment.

The entries in the AppleTal k catal og di splay the machi ne name of each
Maci nt osh conputer, taken fromthe Sharing Setup control panel

Appl eShare Servers
The Appl eTal k catal og al so di spl ays Appl eShare servers on the network.
Users can sel ect an Appl eShare server fromthe AppleTal k Catal og and
pl ace a key to that file server in the PowerTal k Key Chain.

This provides easy access to networking services w thout requiring the
user to renenber separate user nanes and passwords for nany different
servers. Access to servers is still protected by the PowerTal k Key Chain
access code.
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
