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Appl e has received the necessary |licenses fromthe United States governnent
to export ACCE technol ogy. However, there are problens with inporting ACCE
technol ogy into France and its colonies and territories. The French
government puts many restrictions on inporting of software which does any
ki nd of encryption. Since PowerShare does encryption with ASDSP, Apple
will not be able to inport ACCE products with encryption into France

As a result of this restriction, Apple will be shipping an encryption-free
version (PowerTalk Lite) in France. This version will not support ASDSP or
aut henti cati on.
