Appl e i s encouragi ng devel opers to incorporate the ACCE Mailer into their
applications. Once the mailer is a standard part of a Macintosh
application, sending nessages fromw thin an application will becone as
commonpl ace as printing is today.

Devel oper University has conpleted a course on adding the ACCE Mailer to
applications. Because the process requires very little effort on the part
of developers while at the sanme time adding significant functionality to
the application, it is expected that npst Mcintosh devel opers will be

i ncorporating the AOCCE Mailer into their products.

There are applications where it would not be appropriate to include the
entire Mailer. |In these cases, devel opers can access the nmail and

nmessagi ng servi ces of AOCCE using the Mail Manager calls directly instead of
using the standard Miler.

The 'from field defaults to the owner of this AOCE system

* Recipients...
Letters are addressed using the Catal og Browser Panel. dick the
Reci pients button to display the Catal og Browser Panel.

Per sonal Catal og
Letters can be addressed by selecting the address fromthe |ist of
potential addresses and clicking either the To button or the CC
button. The top icon displays the contents of the preferred Personal
Cat al og.

Cat al og Browser
The second icon shifts the display to the Catalogs icon. This wll



| ook inside the Catal ogs icon on the desktop. Users can also use the
pop-up nenu at top to browse through the file systemfor other persona
catal ogs or information cards.

Fi nd Address
The third icon is used for finding addresses. Users can search for
addresses located in a particular catalog or on any nounted vol une.

Type in addressing
The last icon allows users to type in an address. This is useful when
t he user knows the destination address yet there is no catal og service
available to use in addressing the letter. One commopn exanpl e might be
an I nternet address or other nessagi ng systemthat does not have a
directory service.

Subj ect . ..
The subject field contains the subject of the letter

Encl osures. ..
There are two ways to add enclosures with the Mailer. The first is to
drag enclosures directly into the enclosures field.

The second is to click the Encl osures button and use the standard file
di al og box to select a file or folder to enclose.

Fi nder Support

Power Tal k is able to support dragging itens directly into the enclosures
field because of nodifications to the Finder. PowerTalk incorporates a
new Fi nder with changes made for AppleScript, AOCE, and Qui ckDraw GX

It is also possible to drag information cards or addresses from Catal og
wi ndows into the Recipients field to address a letter.

The drag and drop nmethod of addressing letters or adding enclosures is a
feature of the System7 with PowerTalk. It works no matter which
application, third party or Apple, is in use.
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
