Direct AppleTal k Mail

Direct AppleTalk mail enables users to exchange letters across an Appl eTal k
network without the use of a server. PowerShare is not required to take
advantage of Direct AppleTalk mail. Direct AppleTalk nmail is part of the
Power Tal k package.

Wthin the Appl eTal k Catal og, Maci ntosh conputers with an ACCE t ool box
installed appear as Direct AppleTalk nmail addresses in the Catal ogs w ndow.
A Power Tal k user could use this address to send nmessages to any Maci ntosh
t hat appears in the AppleTal k Catal og wi ndow.

Apple will be narketing a PowerShare Mail Server for users who want the
advant ages of a server-based mail system Wth a Power Share Mail Server,
users will be able to use Visitor Miilboxes to retrieve server-based mail
fromrenote | ocations. PowerShare also gives users additional privacy and
security features with over the wire encryption and authenti cated

connecti ons.

Direct Dialup Mil



Direct Dialup mail is the ability of two Macintosh conputers to call each
ot her and exchange nmessages through a nodem This allows users who are
connected by tel ephone to exchange nessages with other PowerTal k users.

Di al up and Appl eTal k Renpte Access (ARA)
ARA 2.0 and Direct Dialup nail use the same nobdem connection scripts and

low |l evel drivers. They also are conpatible with each other. |If a call
conmes in, ARA and PowerTalk will negotiate to deternine whether the call
is for ARA or Direct Dialup mail. However, Direct Dialup mail is not the

same thing as ARA

Direct Dialup nmail is not a way to retrieve PowerTalk letters froma
renmote | ocation.

There is no way to use Direct Dialup mail or ARA to retrieve nessages
stored in a | ocal nmessage queue. Exanples include nessages delivered to
a Direct AppleTalk mail address.

- | MPORTANT: Direct Dialup mail will not be a part of the initial rel ease
of PowerTalk, Direct Dialup nmay be obtain separately. To get Direct
Dialup mail the request card which comes with System7 Pro along with
t he amount of noney specified. Direct Dialup mail may be fully
incorporated into a later rel ease of Power Tal k.

Power Shar e does not support server based dial up in the initial release.
Two Power Share Mail Servers will not call each other to exchange
nessages.
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
