t he network. However, the AppleMil application as delivered by Apple is not
scriptable. Is this true, and if so will it be scriptable, script aware, or

recordable in the future?
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There are two functional areas of scripting being discussed here. Being able to
nove and sort mail fromthe PowerTal k Mail box which is a function of Finder
scriptability, and the AppleMail application, which is a text editor with a
Power Tal k nai |l header capability.

AppleMail is not scriptable, script aware, or recordable. AppleMil was never
meant to be THE nmessaging application, it is a bare bones tool. AppleMil as a
word processor will probably never attain the scriptability of say, Scriptable
Text Editor. In other words, everyone should think of AppleMail as the TeachText
of messagi ng.

If you need a scriptable word processor, then MacWite Pro, WrdPerfect, or
M crosoft Wrd as well as other are all candidates. These three all support
Appl eScri pt and Power Tal k nmai |l headers.

The Scriptable Finder can be installed into the System 7 Pro environnment, but
the capabilities of managing mail through AppleScript are still extrenely
[imted. New Mail box APIs will be nmade public to enabl e devel opment of better
managers and filters for the PowerTal k Mil box.
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
