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M crosoft NTAS version 3.1 sends an NBP Lookup reply that contains a an invalid
nunber in the "enunerator" field (254 in our case), apparently the PowerTal k
catal og manager is dropping this reply packet. However, the NTAS server will
show up in the Chooser which seens to knows it's an invalid nunber, and sets it
to 1.

The fix is to install the "Mcrosoft Wndows NT 3.1 US Service Pack 2",
avai l able fromthe Mcrosoft Downl oad Service (MSD). You can also call M crosoft
concerning this collection of patches.
