It extends the
capabilities of Apple's PowerTal k software to workgroups, enhancing the
reliability, security, and manageability of coll aborative communicati ons.

Power Share permits centralized adm nistration of PowerTal k coll aboration
services and shifts sonme Power Tal k functions fromindividual client
wor k-stations to powerful workgroup servers.

Power Share Mail servers capture inconmng mail even when the recipient's conmputer
is not available. Users can retrieve their messages when they're working at a
different conputer; with Apple Renpte Access software, they can dial in from
anywhere. Power Share adninistrators can inport data fromtab-delinited text
files, including Internet addresses. There's also utility software for
transferring e-nmail and user account information froma Mcrosoft Ml for

Appl eTal k Net wor ks server to a Power Share server.

Optional server-based gateway software provides easy-to-nanage, centralized
conmuni cations, allowi ng all connected PowerTal k users to receive fax nessages,
Internet e-nail, and nessages fromother sources in their "universal nail box."

Power Shar e Cat al og servers hol d departnmental and conpany-w de directories
(including Internet addresses) for access by any PowerTal k user. Instead of each
user having to naintain a separate personal catalog, a single adm nistrator can
ensure that everyone has up-to-date infornation. Shared catal ogs can be
replicated on multiple PowerShare servers to provide fast access from anywhere
on the network.

Power Share automatically encrypts data passing through its servers. It also
aut henticates users to nmake certain that sensitive information is seen only by
those for whomit is intended.

Power Share cones with Easy Setup software, which |ets the network adninistrator
configure mail and catal og servers in mnutes. The adm ni strator can then use



t he Power Share Adnmin program from any Maci nt osh conputer on the network to
create user accounts and perform other nmanagenent tasks.
