Is this only a problemwith Claris? |Is there a way to fix this?

Ideally, 1'd like to be able to share all the applications on the VAX between
t he Maci ntosh users.
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This situation isn't just limted to a PATHAORKS VAXshare server. W tried the
same thing on an Appl eShare File Server and got the same result.

M crosoft Technical Support says that M crosoft Wrd, Mcrosoft Excel, Mcrosoft
File, and PowerPointare all nultilaunch applications. Each has sone linited
nmul ti-user capabilities as well.

This is not alimtation of Claris' software: these applications are not
supported as multilaunch applications. The effects of multilaunching are
unknown. Al so, keep in nmind possible licensing problens, because these
applications are sold as single-user applications.

Check with the vendor of the application to deternmine if it provides
mul ti-1aunch capability.
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
