Next, he reviewed the roots of the business from Apple's perspective--
PERSONAL computi ng.

Inreality, there are two sets of expectations forning around persona
conputers, the end-users, and IS. End-users say "|I want connection to ny
organi zation and ny organization's data." IS says "I want a graphic
delivery platformfor existing host applications, and | want nore, cheaper
MPS." Jimnoted that these expectations in today's organi zati ons were

ei ther overlapping or colliding, depending on your point of reference.

Thus, Apple believes that personal conputing is splitting into two
busi nesses: individual personal conputing (where mniaturization and
mobility are the keywords), and enterprise personal conputing (where
standards and control are key).

Broadl y speaki ng, Apple's N&C goal s are:

- To address a wi de range of users' needs (fromvery snall and nobile, to
plug and play LAN, to enterprise-w de).



- To provide the best user experience.
- To build architectures and core products.
- To enabl e and evangel i ze network application devel opnent.

Jimmade a specific point of the "architectures" issue versus products.
In reference to the whole, he said "W can't do this all oursel ves;
no one vendor can."
