When you run the Security Zone stack, it displays the nane you shoul d give
to the Security Zone. Unless the nane is printed, the stack only displays
15 characters of the 16-character password. You probably have a 15-
character password. Therefore, the AppleTal k Renbte Access programisn't
treating it as a true Security Zone. Try re-entering the zone nane with
the full nane fromthe stack.
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
