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VITAL (Virtually Integrated Technical Architecture Lifecycle) allows
desktop computer users in an enterprise to view data and applications in a
way that appears integrated. Users don't have to be concerned about where
the data resides or howit's accessed. It also provides information
professionals with a framework to devel op vendor-i ndependent corporate

i nfornmati on systens that use the power of desktop conputers in a
client/server environment. It further allows information systens
executives to maxim ze the systens they already have in place, and to plan
cost-effective nigration paths to new systens.

The VITAL framework was initially devel oped by Apple's interna

i nfornati on systens division, with early collaboration with Digita

Equi pnrent Corporation (DEC). VITAL was further refined over a period of
three years, with input fromsome of Apple's l|argest corporate
customers. Apple's internal guidelines enconpass nore than 1,000

pages of docunentation, which aided Apple's infornmation systenms and
technol ogy division in building a nunber of information systens.

The VI TAL framework groups information activities and resources in an
enterprise into five areas:

e Data capture

 Data access

* Repository

» Desktop integration
 Systens infrastructure

Cor porate custoners conmonly have all of these functions, often running on
a variety of platforns. The VITAL franework provi des a series of decision
matri ces and desi gn tenpl ates which hel p custoners nmake desi gn deci si ons.
VITAL is an open architecture.
