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What tools are available for a Macintosh to dial in to a Novell server, and
then be the network adm nistrator? The admi nistrator needs to be able to
configure, update, and in general manage the server renotely, as if standing
in front of it.

If the Novell server had the Maci ntosh Network Loadabl e Module (NLM, how
much adm ni strati on woul d be possible froma Maci nt osh?
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Novel I Techni cal Support provided this excellent input:

W do not really have any reconmended nethod for managi ng a Novel |l Network
froma renote Macintosh.

From a renote Mac, you can dial into an ARA Server (such as LAN ROVER) or a
Mac with ARA installed on the LAN or dial into a Shiva NetMdemto access
the LAN. You could then use the Novell NetWare Control Center Utility to
adm ni ster the network; however, nmany NetWare adm nistrators who cone from
a DOS background find this utility difficult to use. And there are sone
features which are NOT included in the Novell NetWare Control Center
Uility which ARE available in the DOS based adninistrator's utilities:
there is no Mac utility equivalent to PCONSOLE, PRI NTCON, PRI NTDEF,
RCONSOLE, SALVAGE. Also, NetWare Control Center |acks the ability to setup
Wr kG oup Managers, User-Account Managers, and certain user account
restrictions.

You may wi sh to use another option - dial in froma Mac to a PC (either to
a Novell Access Server or using Argosy's RUNPC Renpote). This will give the
Maci nt osh user a DOS emrul ation wi ndow with a command line pronpt [F:>] on
their Macintosh screen, and will allow themto use all of the DOS-based
administrators utilities. 1In order to nmanage the server renotely "as if
they were standing in front of it," the user will need to run the

RCONSOLE. EXE utility so this would be the preferred nethod. O another
option would be to dial froma PCto a PC (once again either to a Novell
Access server or to a PC running renmpote access software |ike PCAnywhere)



and then run the RCONSOLE. EXE utility.
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
