To take advantage of the capabilities of the Apple Mbile Message System users
nmust sign up with a vendor that routes transnissions to them Apple is offering
its own | ow cost service (as part of the Mbile Message System), the Apple
Notification Service. The service is available for a basic nonthly fee of

$19. 95.

I nformati on about how to subscribe to the Apple Notification Service can be
found in two places: in the Apple Notifications Service guide and in the
Activation flyer, both of which are included in the package.

As part of the basic Apple Notification service, customers receive a persona
800 nunber through which they can receive:

 Nuneric nessages

e Al phanuneric (full text) nmessages
* Voice mail messages

* Fax docunents



The Notification Service routes the nunmeric and al phanunmeric nessages directly
to custoners’ PageCards and notifies themthat they have received voice mail
messages and fax docunments.
