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PROBLEM  When using the I1GS with a joystick and the appropriate software, the
"fire" button appears to be stuck on or inoperative. Replacing the |ogic board
takes care of the problemtenporarily, but within one to two weeks the system
cones back in with the sane synptons. Again, replacing the |ogic board takes
care of the problem The option or the open-Apple key nmay appear to be
depressed conti nuosly.

CURE: Check the custoner's joystick carefully. There are several vendors

shi ppi ng j oysticks which can be made conpatible with other manufacturers
systems by flipping a switch on the joystick. Permanent damage to the |ogic
board can occur if the joystick configuration switch is set to the wong
position for any length of tinme. Replacing the logic board will cure the
problem but be sure to instruct the customer about the cause of the damage and
the i nmportance of leaving the switch in the correct position
