Although the Apple Ilc Reference
manual states that the Apple Ilc internal power supply requirenents
are frombetween 9 and 20 volts, anything bel ow approxi mately

12.5 volts may cause the 'power' light to flash.

CURES:

#1: Verify that the power source is providing the correct
