If there is a SCSI device connected, the Mcintosh
tries to communicate with it. O course, if the device is off,
will not respond and the Macintosh Plus will hang while it is

wai ting for a response fromthe SCSI device.

CURE: Disconnect the deactivated SCSI device or turn it on.
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
