- Affected FastPaths may reset at irregular intervals, resulting in a |loss

- On power up, the unit may not pass self-verification (i.e. all front
panel indicator lights are on continuously).

Probl em Descri ption/ Fi x:

The DC power cabl e harness that connects the power supply to the nmain PRI NTED
CIRCU T BOARD assenbly may becone | oose, causing interference with the voltage
regulation circuitry. To insure a consistent supply of voltage to the PRI NTED
CIRCU T BOARD, the cable should be soldered to the power supply and PRI NTED

Cl RCUI T BOARD.

Al'l units manufactured since 1 COctober 1989 have this fix incorporated. The
ECN ( Engi neeri ng Change Notice) |evel has changed to #2446, Rev. N, which is
stanped on the outside of the shipping box.
