Turn the drive
so that the 1/0O connector is facing toward you. The identifying nunber
will be at the bottomleft of the analog board. The nunber m ght read
676-[]101, 676-[]102 or 676-[]107.

Performng the Mdification

If the I.D.# for the analog board is 676-[]101 or 676-[]102, use a pair of
ni ppers to cut out resistor R3 (located at position A2).

If the |.D.# for the analog board is 676-[]107, use a pair of nippers to cut
out resistor R39 (located at position C3).
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
