- Paper Handling Concerns -

on paper handling refer to Chapter 7. Wrking Wth Paper.

Paper Loading - The paper nust be | oaded correctly or there may be
paper jans.

Don't use paper with staples or paper clips attached.

Do not nove the paper bail nmanually. This will interrupt a form
feed and proper paper placenent. The ImageWiter LQ is designed
to mani pul ate the paper bail automatically. Refer to Chapter 7 of
the ImageWiter LQ Omers Manual for nore information

Do not back paper or |abels out of the printer.

The push/pull tractors can cause many problens if not used correctly.
Be sure to refer to the push/pull tractor sections in the manual for
correct paper |oading techniques.

Paper thickness - Never use a form |abel, or envelope that is
thi cker than 4 sheets of 16 pound bond paper. Too nuch paper
may cause lines to register incorrectly or may jamthe printer

Do not try to print closer than 1/4 inch to the edges of the paper
It is possible to damage the print head or the printer

Do not use 4 part carbonless forns thicker than .55 nm  Thicker
forns nay cause the print head to |l ose position and and lead to
possi bl e damage to the printer



The Cut Sheet Feeder works best with 20-pound paper and up to
100 sheets | oaded. For optimal results, use uncoated paper |ike
Anti que, Laid, English, Linen, Cockle, Wven, Policy, Vellum

or Snoot h.

The Cut Sheet Feeder and two expansion bins won't work unless
the configuration plug is renoved fromthe third bin. See page
163 of the ImageWiter LQ Omers Manual for conplete information.

- Cut Sheet Feeder and Envel opes -

When | oadi ng envel opes the edge of the envelope nust align with the
cut sheet icon on bin 1 behind the forward collator and with the
vertical red mark on the paper bail so that printing will begin no
further to the left edge than the black mark on the paper bail, at
least 1/4 inch in fromthe edge. Proper alignnent prevents print
head damage

It is very inportant that no attenpt is nade to print on the top
line in the envel ope's upper left corner or on the first 1/4 inch
in fromthe envelope's | eft edge. Serious print head daamage can
result, and the paper feed mechanismmay jam Printing one |ine
down fromthe top, and in line with the black mark on the paper
bail is fine and causes no probl ens.

- M scel | aneous Concerns -

When connecting an I mageWiter LQto a Maci ntosh be sure to read
Chapter 3 on connecting the printer to a Macintosh. Pay speci al
attention to the adding of the fonts to you di sks.

If using pin feed paper nake sure the paper is properly aligned
in the tractors.
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
